Editorial Guidelines

The e-Journal for Student Teachers and New Teachers  provides a forum for the exchange of information and ideas for the professional development of those entering the field of education.  Articles submitted should reflect this mission.  Manuscripts are subject to the review of the Editorial Review Board and editorial consultants.  Points of view are those of the individual authors and are not necessarily those of the editors.  Permission to print articles is permitted, contingent upon appropriate citation of the source.

For writing and editorial style, follow directions in the latest edition of the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association. Omit the author’s name and affiliation from the body of the manuscript.  Include the following information on a separate page of the manuscript: author’s name, mailing address, e-mail address and institutional affiliation, short biographical sketch, including background and areas of specialization.

Manuscripts should be submitted in Microsoft Word, with figures and tables embedded.

Authors will be notified of receipt of the manuscript.  After initial review by the editors, those manuscripts that meet specifications will be sent to reviewers.  Journal editors will make minor editorial changes; major changes will be made by the author prior to publication. Notification of the status of the manuscript will take place after the publication of each issue.
The journal will be published twice a year, in the fall and spring.  Deadlines for submissions are August 1 for the fall edition and January 15 for the spring edition.
